Nature’s Gym - see how you could become fitter and healthier by doing something positive for you and for your local environment!
Nature’s Gym is run in partnership between London Borough of Lewisham and Glendale Grounds Management.  It is a project that offers you opportunities to improve your fitness and your local park/ nature reserve by taking part in practical nature conservation activities.  Nature’s Gym is free, fun and no experience is needed.  We cater for a range of abilities and there are usually a variety of tasks to carry out.  It is a great way to visit local sites that you may not know about and lend a helping hand to improve the parks and nature reserves in the Borough.

Management Briefs for work sites

	Albion Millennium Green
	AMG was created at the turn of the century under the Countryside Agency’s ‘Millennium Greens’ scheme.  With financial help from LBL the former Upper Sydenham Lawn Tennis Club was landscaped in to an attractive informal park. The site has a good range of habitats and species.
	Objective 1 - Maintain and improve Albion Millennium Green’s mosaic of wildlife habitats
Objective 2 - To maintain and, where appropriate, increase areas of open grassland and prevent scrubby woodland encroachment.
Objective 4 - To install and improve access/interpretation on the reserve
Objective 5 - Manage the Orchard areas to ensure there is a balance between shape and fruit production

	Beckenham Place Park
	An historic park and golf course with a range of high-quality habitats, including ancient woodland, grassland, streams and ponds, and some fine old trees.  The site contains a diversity of habitats, including woodland, acid grassland, ancient trees and various wetlands.
	Objective 1 – To conserve and enhance the nature conservation value of the woodlands by the removal of invasive species, edge management, glade management and coppicing.
Objective 2 – To maintain and enhance the traditional woodland species and encourage a good diverse structure of ground flora within the woodland, woodland edge habitats, and glades.
Objective 3 - To maintain, conserve, record and where appropriate enhance the wildlife value of the Park.
Objective 4 - To maintain and where appropriate improve the formal and informal recreational opportunities within the Park.

	Brockley and Ladywell Cemeteries 
	These two cemeteries contain grassland rich in wildflowers & many fine mature trees. In common with many Victorian cemeteries they are also of considerable historical interest.The site contains a variety of fine, mature (chiefly non-native) trees with grassland & planted shrubbery beneath and between. Brockley Cemetery is quite wooded. Wildflowers here are often those tolerant of some shading e.g. cow parsley, garlic mustard & green alkanet.
	Objective 1 – Assist  the Friends with the removal of self-set sycamore
Objective 2 – Help maintain the informal footpaths

Objective 3 – Create new habitats where appropriate such as stag beetle 
Loggeries
Objective 4 – Help prevent bramble encroachment on to the grassland areas.

	Hither Green Triangle
	Lewisham’s railsides comprise an extensive series of low disturbance wildlife habitats and a vital network of green corridors. The key railside habitats include rough grassland, tall herbs, scrub, scattered trees and woodland, which occur together in various combinations to form a very large linear patchwork. 
	

Objective 1 - To restore/manage the more open nature of the triangle   



Objective 2 - To allow the development of a species rich grassland.


Objective 3 - To encourage new growth of scrub and diversify the species mix.
 



Objective 4 - To allow the development of a dense bramble bed as shelter & 



food for birds, invertebrates etc., but prevent it spreading into the grassland 



Objective 5-To maintain tall herb/nettle habitat for butterflies & other


invertebrates

Objective 6 - Paths & steps should be maintained by clearing the vegetation 1m

	Sydenham Cottages
	A small nature reserve site with old hawthorn hedges, developing oak-ash woodland and large meadow area.  This small nature reserve is chiefly covered in woodland of pedunculate oak and ash. There is a sizeable meadow, dominated by false oat-grass with interspersed tall herbs. There are areas of scrub, mostly composed of blackthorn, elder and goat willow.  An old hedge is made up of hawthorn, including hybrids between the common hawthorn and Midland hawthorn and a little blackthorn. Several mature oak and field maple (Acer campestre) emerge from the hedge.

	Objective 1: Cut back vegetation around footpaths 1m in May and June.
Objective 2: Litter pick the site in May, June, August/September
Objective 3: Cut 75% of the meadow area and remove arisings in August/September
Objective 4: Clear roadside verge in August/September
Objective 5: Periodically coppice 1/5th scrub area (5 year cycle) to maintain a thick/dense and diverse scrub structure to benefits birds.
Objective 6: Treat Japanese knotweed in late summer with herbicide 
Objective 7: Alternate a cut of 50% of the laid hedge each year

	Telegraph Hill
	This park has many fine trees dating back to the original landscaping. The park is divided into two by Kitto Road. The lower (northern) part slopes up quite steeply from north to south, while the upper (southern) section slopes down towards the west. Both sections contain a good variety of trees, both native and exotic, many of which date back to the original landscaping.
	Objective 1 - Promote pond as focal point and as an important habitat for flora and fauna.
Objective 2 - Ensure appropriate, pruning and coppicing of waterside planting to ensure views to the water are not obstructed.
Objective 3 - Ensure appropriate maintenance of conservation area.
Objective 4 - Introduce bulb planting in prescribed areas.
Objective 5 - Additional hedge planting around the perimeter fencing in the Lower Park.
Objective 6 – To maintain the surrounding meadows.

	Mountsfield Park
	The park contains many mature trees including fine old oaks, and some very good, recently developed wildlife areas rich in plants and animals.  The wildlife areas provide the main conservation interest of Mountsfield Park.
	Objective 1: To maintain the wild area in the park, to provide habitat & cover.
Objective 2: To create a mosaic of habitats in the wild area to increase BDV.
Objective 3: To clear some areas of scrub to allow for wildflowers to colonise. Some areas of scrub will be left alone.
Objective 4: To create hedgerow by planting whips around park boundaries.
Objective 5: To improve biodiversity value by creating stag beetle log piles & bug hotels.



	Upper Pepys Park
	This attractive site, once an old red gravel sports pitch, is now covered in colourful wild flowers with areas of scrub.  Most of the site is covered in sparse grassland dominated by barren brome and squirrel’s-tail fescue. Intermingled are a variety of wild flowers.
	Objective 1: To allow the development of a species rich grassland.

Objective 2: To establish a native hedge along the eastern boundary.

Objective 3- To maintain the bramble fringe but prevent it spreading further into the grassland.

Objective 4- To maintain the tall herb/nettle habitat for butterflies and other invertebrates.
