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All plants and animals need food for energy and for growth.  There is a simple way of showing each how plant and animal gets their food & energy. We call this a food chain.  A food chain shows the flow of energy from a producer through to consumers and decomposers.  The arrows in a food chain show the direction of the flow of energy – or means ‘is eaten by’.
