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A HABITAT is a place where animals and plants live.  Habitats are places such as woodlands, deserts, ponds and OCEANS.  Animals and plants have adapted to their different habitats.  Frogs spend their time near WATER when it is time to lay their EGGS.  
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    Camels can go for a week without water, making life in the DESERT easier.  Camels have long EYELASHES to help stop SAND from getting in to their eyes.
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Elephants have big EARS which they can flap to help keep them 
COOL in hot countries.


Polar bears have long WHITE FUR 
to help protect them from the COLD and for 
CAMOUFLAGE.  Where as humans
have to  ADAPT to the environment and CLIMATE they are in by wearing less clothes in hot places and more CLOTHES in cold places. 
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
