A Teacher’s Guide to Pond/River Dipping
Safety Precautions

Before the visit:

1. If possible make a pre-visit to familiarise yourself with the site.  This can be done with the conservation officer if required.
2. Ensure that the children wear suitable clothing for the weather.  Cuts and scratches should be covered with a plaster.

At the site (although this will also be explained on the day)

1. Make sure that the children do not touch the animals with their bare hands.
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Help ensure that the children treat the animals with respect and put them back where they found them.
3. Make sure that the animals are not out of the water for too long, and that while looking at them more closely in the magnifying pots, there is some water in the bottom.

4. Ensure that the children do not run near or in the pond/river or on the board walks.

5. Take extra care if wet underfoot.

6. Make sure the children know the safety rules.

7. If applicable ensure that the children listen to the instructions from the leader.

Back at School

1.   Make sure that the children wash their hands before they eat.
